REQUEST FOR QUALIFICATIONS 

 
ROCKINGHAM PLANNING COMMISSION 

BROWNFIELDS HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCE ASSESSMENT PROGRAM�
 
 
1. INTRODUCTION 
 
The U.S. Department of Environmental Protection has awarded the Rockingham Planning 
Commission (RPC) two (2) Brownfields grants to assess sites for both petroleum and hazardous 
substances, effective August 1, 2009.  These are the second three-year assessment grants that 
the RPC has received, and the grant funds will be used primarily to extend and expand the 
existing RPC Brownfields Assessment Program.  RPC requests statements of qualifications for 
consulting services to assist the RPC with implementing the regional Brownfields program.  The 
term of the grant is August 1, 2009 through September 30, 2012. 
 
RPC seeks a qualified firm highly experienced in developing and implementing federal 
Brownfields assessment programs.  Interested firms must demonstrate their corporate and 
individual staff experience in identifying and inventorying Brownfields properties, implementing 
all phases of environmental site assessments, evaluating the reuse potential of specific 
properties and providing assistance for securing additional funding sources focused on 
economic redevelopment, community betterment and environmental protection. 
 
Presently, the RPC is ending the second year of the three year period covered under our first 
assessment grant.  In that period, we have established a public advisory committee, created a 
site selection and project review process, hired a consultant to assist with program 
implementation, conducted a regional inventory of potential brownfields site, selected high 
priority sites, and engaged in four site assessments.  With the awarding of the additional grant 
funds the RPC is required to re-solicit for consulting services to assist with continuing the 
implementation of our program. 
  
Respondents to this Request for Qualifications (RFQ) must be prepared to meet all federal 
requirements for work funded by this grant.  
 
 
2. BACKGROUND & PROJECT DESCRIPTION 
 
The Rockingham Planning Commission (RPC) includes the 27 municipalities in its planning 
jurisdiction (see Figure 1).  The expansion, redevelopment or reuse of some sites in the region 
is compromised by the possibility of contamination.  Properties within the region range from 
large mill buildings in Portsmouth to abandoned manufacturing facilities in Plaistow.  
Assessment of high-priority sites will lead to remediation and re-use, protection of human 
health, spurring economic development and protecting natural resources and existing green 
space. 
 
The firm that is selected will work under the direction of the RPC Brownfields Project Manager, 
Ms. Theresa Walker, and in collaboration with the Brownfields Advisory Committee, local town 
officials, property owners, potential developers, and the New Hampshire Department of 
Environmental Services.

The objectives of the Rockingham Planning Commission�s Brownfields Assessment Program 
are to:  
 

1. Promote awareness of Brownfields issues and opportunities among 
municipalities and other key stakeholders in the region; 

2. Promote Smart Growth and sustainable development practices; 

3. Augment the current Brownfields inventory; 

4. Provide outreach to member communities; 

5. Conduct Phase I, Phase II, and Remedial Action Planning for up to 10 sites; 

6. Document the overall Brownfields assessment program in the RPC region, 
including information about the results of the assessments and strategies for 
redevelopment for selected sites.
